First Reading Isaiah 61:1-6 (ESV)

The Spirit of the Lord God is upon me,
because the Lord has anointed me to bring good news to the poor;
he has sent me to bind up the brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty to the captives,
and the opening of the prison to those who are bound;
2to proclaim the year of the Lord's favor,
and the day of vengeance of our God;

14 Jesus returned to Galilee in the power of the Spirit, and news about him spread through
all the surrounding area. '> He was teaching in their synagogues and being honored by
everyone.



'® He went to Nazareth, where he had been brought up. As was his custom, he went into
the synagogue on the Sabbath day and stood up to read. ' The scroll of the prophet Isaiah
was handed to him. He unrolled the scroll and found the place where it was written:

8 The Spirit of the Lord is on me, because he anointed me to preach good news to
the poor. He has sent me to proclaim freedom to the captives and recovery of sight
to the blind, to set free those who are oppressed, ' and to proclaim the year of the
Lord’s favor.

20 He rolled up the scroll, gave it back to the attendant, and sat down. The eyes of

everyone in the synagogue were fastened on him. 2" He began to tell them, “Today, this
Scripture is fulfilled in your hearing.”

Children’s Sermon - Children 10 years old and younger are invited to come up front.

Sermon Text: Luke 4:22-32 (EHV)

2 They all spoke well of him and were impressed by the words of grace that came
from his mouth. And they kept saying, “Isnt this Joseph's son?”

2 He told them, “Certainly you will quote this proverb to me, ‘Physician, heal yourself!’
Do here in your hometown everything we heard you did in Capernaum.” 2 And he said,
“Amen | tell you: No prophet is accepted in his hometown. 2> But truly | tell you: There
were many widows in Israel in the days of Elijah, when the sky was shut for three years
and six months, while a great famine came over all the land. 2 Elijah was not sent to any
of them, but to a widow of Zarephath, in Sidon. ?” And there were many lepers in Israel in
the time of Elisha the prophet, yet not one of them was healed except Naaman the
Syrian.”

28 All those who were in the synagogue were filled with rage when they heard these
things. 2 They got up and drove him out of the town. They led him to the brow of the hill
on which their town was built, in order to throw him off the cliff. 3*But he passed
through the middle of them and went on his way.

31He went down to Capernaum, a town of Galilee, and was teaching them on the
Sabbath. 32 They were amazed by his teaching, because his message had authority.

Application: If we find that our “familiarity” with Jesus is breeding “contempt” in us, what
is the solution? (In other words, is it possible to be “too familiar” with Jesus, or do we
actually need to get more “familiar” with Him in His Word?) (See v. 31-32 and see how
the people of Capernaum reacted to Jesus).
